. Take reasonable care to ensure the physical and mental health and safety of myself and others,

. Maintain high standards of scientific and professional practice,

. Encourage cooperation, collaboration, and teamwork. Ensure that appropriate co-authorship is discussed
and awarded as a result of any collaboration.

. Undertake practices in accordance with principles of environmental stewardship, resilience, and sustainability
to the best of my ability,

. Notify the AQUA President of any incident where the Code of Conduct has not been followed, including

inappropriate behaviour and misconduct, such as using harmful verbal or written comments towards others;
disrupting AQUA activities inappropriately; or inappropriately using others’ material without permission.
